1. Objectives

            A        To promote sportsmanship and the true spirit of competition

2. Organization

A. The governing body of the SJGBL shall consist of one representative or one

Alternate from each member organization along with the President  Ray Rose and Vise President John DeMarco

B. The governing body shall convene three times a year. Once in October to

Re organize, the Sunday after thanksgiving to give out the schedules and

The Last Sunday in February to go over playoff schedule.

3. Eligibility

A. Any organization of good repute regardless of race, color, creed sect or

Religion may apply for membership in the SJGBL.

A  Member will have exclusivity on all players within the territorial boundaries

B. of the member organization.  Members may have players outside their boundaries as long as these players do not come from a town who has a team in our league.  These additions must be requested and reviewed by the executive committee before they are accepted.  Even though these rules are excepted by the SJGBL,  Member Organization Rules who prohibit outside players will be enforced by this organization.  If there are exceptions that warrants exclusion of these By-Laws, then they will be heard on a case by case basis. It will then be voted on by the entire membership and a majority vote will decide the outcome.  A player who lives in a town and decides to play with another member town must have at least tried out for the town they reside in before they can be eligible to participate some where else.  They also must get a release from their hometown first before participating.
C. MEMBERSHIP REQUIREMENTS

1. Submit request to executive board of the SJGBL

2. All request must be submitted before the October Meeting

3. Any new  organization being considered for membership in the SJGBL

Shall have the development of children as their primary aim for obtaining

membership. This new organization shall not compete for players previously rostered by other member organizations.

5 League Organization

A. SJGBL shall be made up of two divisions

                   1.    Junior Girls:    5th and 6th Grade girls.  Players cannot be 13 yrs. Old

                                 prior to December 31st of the current season

                    2.    Senior Girls:    7th and 8th Grade girls.  Players cannot be 15 yrs old 

                                 prior to December 31st of the current season

B. A roster can consist of no more than 15 players

C. Each player must wear the assigned team uniform.  Colors must be approved by the executive committee

D. Any violation of player eligibility shall result in forfeiture of all games.

E. All teams must submit a roster that must include the players name, age, grade, school, address, DOB and e mail address.   All coaches must appear on the roster

F. The process of determining Divisional Champions is the responsibility of the executive committee. This is on a points system.   3 points for a win,  1 point for a loss and 0 points for forfeits or non played games. In Case of Ties, Seeding will be determined by Head to Head Competition. After this if a tie is still in place then a flip of a coin will determine who is seeded first and second etc. This will always be done at the seeding meeting held at the end of the season.
6 Fees and Fines:

A. There will be a NON REFUNDABLE league fee of $200.00 per team or $400.00 

per organization payable to SJGBL at the October Meeting.

B. In this fee there is a  $100.00 performance bond included.  Any team being 

Expelled will forfeit this fee.

C. All teams are responsible for their actions both home and away.

D. Any organization receiving more than $100.00 in fines must submit a new bond before they will be allowed to continue with league play.

E. Any team forfeiting a Game will be responsible for paying the referee fees and

A $10.00 fine for the first offense, $25.00 for the second offense and  expulsion

from the league for their third offense. 

7. Game Schedules

           A          All games must be started within 15 minutes of the scheduled game time. If 

                        either team is unable to field a 5 girl team then the game is forfeited and the

                        forfeiting team is responsible for all fees and fines.

B. Games must begin on time as long as both teams have at least 5 players; or as

soon as both teams get 5 players.

C. All scheduled changes must be approved by both teams involved and by the

SJGBL executive committee.

D. In the event that only 1 ref shows up for the game, the game must be played.

8. Insurance

9. Awards

A. Both Junior and Senior Girls will be awarded Team Trophies as well as 

Individual trophies for 1st and 2nd Place Playoff Winners

10.   Playing Rules

A. Junior Girls play HS Rules with the exception of no full court press after 

A team reaches a 10 point lead.  If lead is then reduced to under 10 points

than the press can be put back on.
